Low local player in the 14-U age bracket was Rachel Oates in fifth place whose home course is 
Pelham CC - 84, 88 (172) She was also the only girls among 32 14-U golfers.   Also, low round of 
the tournament was a 69 shot by Matthew Josephs of Rockland County who shot a 69 at 
Century. He was not eligible for a medal as he had to withdraw from the other round due to 
injury.

The third day was a scramble at Old Oaks. Teams were comprised of an A player, B player, C 
player and, in some cases, a D player based on results of the first two days' scores. This resulted 
in the teams being very evenly matched.  
 
The Gold in the 14-U age bracket was won with a score of 64 by the team of Matthew Josephs 
(Rockland County, NY), Sam Komrower (JCC Palisades-Tenafly, NJ) and Jacob Rastegar, 
Stamford CT. There were 4 teams (16 players) tied in second place with scores of 68 and two 
teams tied in  sixth place with scores of 69.  
 
There was a tie for the Gold in the 16-U bracket. Those teams were: (i)Ben Cahn (JCC Palisades, 
Tenafly, NJ), Casey Epstein (Westchester) and Sam Kent (Detroit) and (ii) Zach Csillag 
(Westchester), Nico Wabnik (Vancouver, BC) and Simon Wein (Sam Field JCC. Queens , NY) The 
Bronze medal team included two local golfers, Ben Gershanov and Brent Lavitt. 
 
There were no medals the fourth day. However, there was a hole in one on the tenth hole at 
Quaker Ridge by Andrew Zucker of Metro West JCC of NJ). Andrew was presented with a gold 
medal for that feat.
